The Nation cadet Corp(N.C.C) is the organization, which is regulated under the Ministry of
Defence; It act as the body to provide the basic military training that inculcate the feeling of
comradeship, courage, honesty and above all the patriotism.

The final decision for
selection of “Unity and Discipline” as motto for the NCC was taken in the 12th CAC meeting
held on 12 Oct 1980.
